As promised at the seminar, these are the key messages Fraser has for successfully selling to supermarkets: 

· Cannot emphasise enough the importance of great packaging design;

· Have one key message about your product that will compel people to buy it;

· Product quality matters but to sell it must look good on the shelf;

· Ask buyers for their advice; don’t try to sell to them;  

· Take the advice and act on it;

· Make the buyer feel like it’s their product too;

· Try to make their life easy, go with the product as close to being ready to go on the shelves as possible;
· Try to tell your story – sometimes it’s not the story you think it is. Take note of what people find interesting.
