SCHEDULE 2

(Article 6)

PREMISES EXEMPT FROM REQUIREMENT TO REGISTER

1. Premises not used for the purposes of one or more food businesses (whether, in the case of used by more than one such business, they are carried on by the same of different persons) for more than seven days, whether consecutive or not, in any eight consecutive weeks.
2. Premises at which only the commercial operation carried out in relation to food or food sources are one or more of the following:

a) The taking of fish for food, or the sale (other than a sale by retail) of food from fish taken there;

b) The harvesting of food in the course of horticulture, viticulture or arable farming, or –

i. The cleaning of food harvested there;

ii. The storage of food harvested there;

iii. The packaging of food harvested there except in a form in which the food is to be sold by retail; or

iv. The sale of food harvested there (other than a sale by retail or, if it is a sale by retail, where such sale is incidental to the commercial operations carried out at the premises);
c) The collection of honey from bees;

d) The sale by retail of food by means of an automatic vending machine on those premises;
e) The sale of supply of beverages, or of biscuits, potato crisps, confectionery or similar products, ancillary to a business whose principal activity is not the sale of food; or
f) The supply of food in the course of a religious ceremony.
3. Premises controlled by a voluntary organisation or the trustees of a charity and used only for the purposes of such organisation or charity, where no food (other than ingredients for the preparation of beverages, sugars, biscuits, potato crisps or similar products) is stored for sale.

4. Premises at which food is intended for sale for human consumption is present and no mobile stall or vehicle from which any food business operates is ordinarily kept.
5. Domestic premises – 

a) Where the person resident is a volunteer preparing food for a voluntary organisation;

b) Where the person resident is a person registered under Article 68(1)(b) of the Children (Jersey) Law 1969 and the sale or supply of food is ancillary to his acting as such;

c) Used for the sale or preparation of honey (wherever collected) or of horticultural or viticultural produce harvested on the premises; or
d) Where the sale of food is ancillary to the provision of accommodation for not more than five persons.
